Principal Mary Ellen Bleeden praised the staff 
and students for all their efforts. She also expressed gratitude for the opportunity to attend the 
recognition ceremony in Washington, DC where she was able to publicly honor their achievements.

4. STUDENT LEARNING AND SUPPORT SERVICES  
President Murphy introduced Millie Bravo, Director of English Language Learners, and noted that while 
the Board is required to report on the Illinois Standards Achievement Test (ISAT) results in October, the 
state did not provide these results until now, and they are still preliminary.  Ms. Bravo stated that the 
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three tests; ISAT, Illinois Measure of Annual Growth in English (IMAGE) for ELL students, and Illinois 
Alternate Assessment (IAA) for Special Education students, are administered in the spring and provide 
a snapshot of student performance. The results are used to determine whether schools have made 
Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) targets that are established by the Illinois State Board of Education. 
She noted that all schools achieved AYP status but the district has not yet received final copies of the 
State Report Cards. District students, as a group, consistently outperform their Illinois peers in Reading 
and Math achievement on the ISAT. ELL students show a less consistent pattern of achievement in 
Math than in Reading on the IMAGE test. Special Education students scored higher in Reading than in 
Math on the IAA test. The district’s plan of action includes the following steps: 
- Continue to monitor and support all schools in School Improvement planning based on rigorous 

assessment 
- Study and provide appropriate support for struggling students to improve achievement 
- Focus on writing, the new assessment area for ISAT, IMAGE, and IAA 
- Continue to support teachers in their use of multiple assessment methods and plan instruction.  

 
Westerhold thanked Ms. Bravo for her presentation to the board and for filling in for Dr. Nguyen.  
 
The board discussed the amended “Principles, Priorities and Competencies for the 21st Century and 
Beyond” Resolution. It was renamed “Guiding Principles for Teaching and Learning” and Westerhold 
stated that it will be available on the district website.  
 
Duckmann moved, and Piszkiewicz seconded, that the Board approve the amended “Principles, 
Priorities and Competencies for the 21st Century and Beyond” Resolution in its entirety, including the 
new title, “Guiding Principles for Teaching and Learning.” Murphy called for a vote.
