BOARD BUSINESS MEETING MINUTES
January 22, 2008

1. CALL TO ORDER

The regular meeting of the Board of Education of Community Consolidated School District 62 was held
in the Forest School Board Room, 1375 Fifth Avenue, Des Plaines, lllinois, on January 22, 2008.

President Brenda Murphy called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Murphy then called for the roll.

2. PRESENTATIONS/RECOGNITIONS

Director of Community Relations Ward introduced District 62 graduate and Maine West High School
senior, Maggie Mueller, who was presented a Certificate of Recognition from President Murphy for
winning an honorable mention award in the 2008 Daily Herald Northwest Suburban Leadership Team.

Ms. Carlson and Ms. Mason were also honored with the Community Relations Ambassador of the Year
Award for their dedication and commitment to the students and staff of the district.

3. PUBLIC COMMENT

Ellen Brannan, 1785 Elm Street, Des Plaines asked the board to reinstate elementary level, Spanish
foreign language programs so that all district students will have the advantages of learning a second
language.

Barb Grooms, 311 Cornell, Des Plaines, asked if the Master Planning Process would focus on
replacing programs that had been eliminated because of cost containment, especially foreign language,
after-school sports, and instrumental music programs.

President Murphy thanked them for their comments and encouraged attendees to access information
about the Master Planning Process on the district website.
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4. STUDENT LEARNING AND SUPPORT SERVICES

President Murphy stated that the monthly Master Planning Process update meets the annual agenda
requirement of monitoring of board goals. Superintendent Westerhold stated that a parent survey would
be sent to district parents in English, Spanish, and Polish and also be available on the website. A staff
survey has already been distributed. She noted that reports from various subcommittees should be
finalized during February and March in preparation for a second community open meeting tentatively
scheduled for mid-April.

Education Liaison Suriano introduced Dr. Mary Geregach, Director of Curriculum, who reviewed the
District Improvement Plan for the Title | program. Title | grants allow districts to provide supplementary
educational services for low-income students at risk of not meeting state standards. The lllinois State
Board of Education (ISBE) requires that the plan be submitted via the lllinois Interactive Report Card
(IIRC) site once it is approved by the Board of Education. Revenue is allocated to North, Orchard
Place, Plainfield, and South Elementary Schools and provides interventions, staff development,
program assessments, and parent involvement programs. Westerhold stated that the complete plan is
available for review upon request.

Suriano moved, and Duckmann seconded, that the Board approve the Title | District Plan as presented.
Murphy called for a vote.

Members of the Social Studies Curriculum Review Committee, Dr. Geregach, Mike Amadei, and
Manuel Bustos, presented findings and final recommendations to the board. Committee members
identified best practices, developed guidelines and standards, made two site visits, and attended six
vendor presentations before selecting materials. For elementary grades, the committee recommends a
core program published by Houghton Mifflin with supplemental materials provided by National
Geographic, P.S. & Assoc., and Teachers’ Curriculum Institute (TCI). For middle school grades, the
committee recommends a core program published by McDougal Littell with supplemental materials
provided by National Geographic, P.S. & Assoc., and TCI. Professional development resources are free
for the lifetime of the textbook adoption and include hands on, best practice presentations to the
schools for the first year of implementation. The materials will be on public view in the Forest School
Boardroom through February 19, 2008.

Personnel Liaison Duckmann introduced Paul Hertel, Assistant Superintendent of Human Resources,
who reviewed the various committees created as a result of recent teacher contract negotiations.
Teachers and administrators will participate in the following committees: Evaluation Instrument,
Enhanced Professional Compensation, and Extended School Day Options.

Policy Liaison Poskozim stated that no further changes, other than those recommended at the first
reading, were made to the proposed policy revisions. Poskozim moved, and Suriano seconded, that the
board approve the revisions to district policy as presented in the second reading. Murphy called for a
vote.

5. COMMUNICATIONS (No Board Action)

Board of Education —

Duckmann reviewed determinations made at a recent Maine Township Special Education Program
(MTSEP) meeting. She also reminded the board that self-evaluation responses are due February 1,
prior to the meeting scheduled for February 11, 2008. President Murphy reminded the board to advise
the Secretary to the Board by February 11, if they plan to attend the IASB Metro Divisions’, “Rally for
Public Education” on February 27, 2008. She also stated that she attended a Kiwanis meeting that
featured speaker Becki Streit, Executive Director of LICA, a Town Hall meeting hosted by State Senator
Susan Garrett and Representative Elaine Nekritz, an ED-RED meeting, and several Master Planning
Process meetings. Murphy read a note from Dr. Rashid thanking the board for their recognition and
support at the December meeting.

Superintendent’s Report —

Dr. Diep Nguyen, Assistant Superintendent for Instructional Services, advised the board of the
challenges that students and staff will face now that English Language Learners (ELL) are required to
take the English-language ISAT assessment test instead of the Spanish-language IMAGE assessment.

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The switch will put ELL students at a disadvantage and may negatively affect AYP scores for the
district. Nguyen noted that twenty district teachers are enrolled in ELL endorsement classes taught by
Milagros Bravo, Director of Second Language Learners. Susan Shepard, Assistant Superintendent for
Business Services, presented a dashboard titled “Tax Levy 2002-2007.” Shepard attended a Joint
Review Board that reviewed current Tax Increment Finance (TIF) districts and reported that the Des
Plaines city government should begin distributing $1.5 million in excess TIF revenue in June 2008.
Brad Voehringer, Director of Special Services, and Carol Gibbs, North Elementary School principal, are
participating in the lllinois Association of Special Education in Springfield this week. North was selected
as a model Positive Behavioral Interventions and Supports (PBIS) school and Voehringer will moderate
a panel discussion. Westerhold noted the variety and attractiveness of the student artwork displayed in
the boardroom.

6. CLOSED SESSION

At 8:44 p.m. Duckmann moved, and Suriano seconded, that the Board move to closed session to
consider the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance, or dismissal of specific
employees of the district, semi-annual review of closed meeting minutes, and collective bargaining.
Murphy called for a vote.

Duckmann moved, and Poskozim seconded, that the Secretary to the Board of Education is authorized
to destroy Board of Education closed session verbatim recordings created at least 18 months prior to
this meeting, provided that there are corresponding previously Board approved written minutes of the
closed meetings where such verbatim recordings were created to comply with the lllinois Open
Meetings Act. Murphy called for a vote. The motion passed unanimously.

President Murphy adjourned the meeting at 11:17 p.m.
