Board member Adams introduced Dr. Diep Nguyen, Assistant Superintendent of Instructional Services, 
who provided an overview of the grant monies received from federal, state, and independent sources.

SuperintendentÕs Report Ð  
 
Shepard reported that a Request for Proposal (RFP) has been sent out for natural gas service 
providers and responses are due March 28, 2007. Provider selection is scheduled for April 11, 2007 
followed by a recommendation to the Board. She advised that the district was working with the 
Des Plaines Police Department, Des Plaines city engineers, and district parent groups on a federal 
grant application at Central and Terrace Elementary Schools to promote student safety when walking to 
school. The Safe Routes to School program, if successful, may be offered to other district schools in 
the future. Shepard also reported on a recent ED-RED meeting that focused on the governorÕs gross 
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receipt tax proposal. The Illinois Association of School Board Officials (IASBO) has cautioned that the 
tax swap proposal could undermine school districtÕs finances. Board members Piszkiewicz and Adams 
cautioned that revenue would be used by the state to repay other bond borrowing and potentially could 
be the largest tax increase in a decade.  
 
Dr. Nguyen stated that Iroquois Community School has completed state assessments and all other 
schools should be finished with ISAT and IMAGE testing by the end of the week.  
 
Matt Fuller, Director of Information and Instructional Technology, presented a Dashboard report on 
Website Analytics from October 2, 2006 through March 8, 2007. The district uses Google Analytics to 
track website use, how visitors find us, and how they interact with our site. Although data has only been 
collected since October 2nd, increased use is expected and has been demonstrated. 
 
Dr. Westerhold congratulated Fuller for receiving the Apple Distinguished Educator Award. This award 
will provide significant opportunities to advance educational technology and improve learning and 
teaching within the district. She announced that Mindy Ward, Director of Community Relations, would 
be sworn in as the Vice President of Membership of the Illinois Chapter of the National School Public 
Relations Association (INSPRA) next month.
