Presentations/Recognitions

District Publications Win National Awards 

Dr. Jane L Westerhold, Superintendent of Schools, presented award plaques received from the 
National School Public Relations Association (NSPRA) to the Board of Education.  District 62 
received an Award of Merit (the second highest honor) for the "Cabinet Newsletter" (a monthly 
newsletter that is emailed to District 62 administrators). The district also received an Award of 
Honorable Mention for "Inside 62" (a monthly newsletter that is emailed to every District 62 staff 
member). Both publications were introduced during the 2006-2007 school year. 

NSPRA received 1,121 entries in this year's Publications and Electronic Media Contest. There were a 
total of 877 entries in the publications portion. Of those, 125 Awards of Excellence, 295 Awards of 
Merit, and 260 Awards of Honorable Mention were given across the nation. 

Matt J. Fuller, Director of Information and Instructional Technology, and Mindy Ward, Director of 
Community Relations, coordinated the winning publications.
