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2006-2007 BUDGET HEARING

5. COMMUNICATIONS (No Board Action) 
 
Board of Education – 
Board members Lynch and Suriano commented on their positive experience at the recent “Touch a 
Truck” event sponsored by the Des Plaines Chamber of Commerce. Duckmann highlighted an 
Education Foundation fundraiser scheduled for October 1, 2006 at Potbelly’s Sandwiches. She 
attended a Professional Learning Community (PLC) workshop with district staff on August 28 and 29 
and encouraged other Board members to attend future trainings. Piszkiewicz reported that ED-RED 
has two upcoming meetings, a discussion of legislative issues on September 28, a finance-legislative 
meeting on September 29, and a seminar on state aid on September 30. He noted that all are welcome 
to attend and that he’ll report to the board on legislation at the October board meeting.  Murphy 
reported that she recently attended a LICA board meeting, the Des Plaines First Lady’s Luncheon, the 
Community Advisory Board meeting and a Caucus meeting. She noted that the Des Plaines Food 
Pantry is excited about donations coming in response to the district’s current food drive and thanked 
the staff for participating.  Murphy also noted that Principals’ Roundtables will be held as a Committee 
of the Whole meeting after the next regular board meeting on October 16 and on October 23.  
 
Superintendent’s Report –  
 
Assistant Superintendent for Business Services Shepard reviewed two dashboard reports that were 
distributed to board members: 1) a comparison of district utility usage and 2) a sixth day enrollment 
comparison. Data from the last five years was used in the utility comparison and shows that while the 
price of natural gas has increased general district usage has decreased. Electricity costs are expected 
to rise due to deregulation but the district will continue to work with Johnson Controls to monitor energy 
usage. Shepard noted that several special education classrooms have been moved between buildings. 
Eighth grade classes are generally larger than kindergarten but the enrollment figures seem to be 
stable. Additional information on enrollment, including data on special education and bilingual students, 
will be provided at a future date. 
 
Assistant Superintendent for Instructional Services Nguyen is currently recruiting staff to serve on a 
social studies curriculum study committee.  
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Superintendent Westerhold reported that Plainfield School has received a $15,000 BP Leader Award 
grant for its After School Science Exploratory Academy. Principal Rene Carranza, Dr. Westerhold, 
Sharon Lynch, and other staff will attend an award ceremony on September 21. She also said that the 
district website is in the process of being updated and improved and should be ready by October.  
  
6. CLOSED SESSION 
 
At 8:25 p.m. Duckmann moved, and Suriano seconded, that the Board go into closed session to 
discuss the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance, or dismissal of specific 
employees of the district, and to consider probable or imminent litigation. Murphy then called for a vote.

Piszkiewicz moved, and Lynch seconded, that the Board reconvene.  The motion passed unanimously.
